About the Festival

The Sakonnet Rhythm & Blues Festival is one of the highlights of the Little Compton Community Center’s programming year.  Last year’s blue skies and perfect weather attracted 1,000 adults and children to this afternoon concert.  This year’s Festival is expected to attract between 1000 and 1500 people from all around Rhode Island and Southeastern Massachusetts. The event will take place, weather permitting, on Sunday, July 27 from 11 to 6 PM at beautiful Sakonnet Vineyards in Little Compton, Rhode Island.  The doors will open at 11 AM.  Proceeds from the Sakonnet Rhythm & Blues Festival support every aspect of the Community Center’s mission, from building maintenance and improvements, to children’s programs and community-wide special events.
Little Compton Community Center
The Little Compton Community Center (LCCC) is a private non-profit, 501 (c) (3) organization.  Its mission is to provide quality, educational, cultural and recreational programs that serve the needs of local children and adults.  LCCC also shares its meeting space and other resources with individuals and organizations in an effort to build a strong community.  The Community Center was incorporated in 1992 by a dedicated group of volunteers.  Its Board of Directors raised over $350,000 to renovate the historic Grange Building on the Little Compton Commons and as a result created Little Compton’s first and only community center.  The building opened to the public in May 1997 and has quickly become a meeting and special event site for 18 local organizations, many of them children’s groups.  The Community Center has also had great success in establishing its own programs which include day trips, workshops, special events, summer camps, a Senior Meal Site, a Summer Art Show and Sale, a Youth Involvement Initiative, a movie theater, a monthly Circle of Friends gathering of teens and adults who are challenged, an after school program, and a Community Theater.  Currently over 2000 children and adults visit LCCC every month for meetings or special events. .

Advertising

The Festival will be heavily advertised in local areas and throughout the Rhode Island and Southern Massachusetts from July 4th to the festival date.  Professional graphic artists have already designed the Festival logo “Bluester the Rooster” and will design all banners, posters, flyers and print ads.  Press releases will be sent to newspapers, radio and television stations throughout Southeastern New England.  Ads will run in the Providence Journal, The Providence Phoenix, The Fall River Herald and the East Bay Newspapers.  WADK will sponsor and promote the event.  WMVY will provide additional promotion. Organizers will blanket the area with posters as the festival approaches. Tickets will be available prior to the event at several local outlets.  Large banners will hang from the Community Center and in Westport, MA, and street side signs will be placed at strategic locations.   

Vendors

Event Organizers

LCCC’s professional program staff, volunteers with professional experience organizing music festivals and other major events, and a member of the LCCC Board of Directors, Joseph Marion III, an attorney and professional R&B musician, organize the festival.

Security

Members of the Little Compton Police Department will provide security.  Bottles, cans and coolers are not allowed on festival grounds.  Alcohol sales will stop one hour prior to the end of the concert.  People of legal drinking age with valid ID will be given a security bracelet.  No one will be served alcohol without a bracelet.  

Parking

Ample on site parking (including handicapped parking) is available.  Reserved parking spaces for sponsors will be held until 2 PM.
